The impact of the negative economy has definitely caused many more animals to be homeless/unwanted and abandoned. Shelters are over-whelmed with dogs, cats and small animals. The felines have been impacted the worst—the number of strays and homeless abandoned felines has more than doubled, for 2009 and the year is just half over. 


  Some animal shelters are closing down their facilities due to lack of funds … the impact of the economy. The animals become victims in the crossfire of this economic situation and become lost souls! We have rescued many stray dogs wandering the streets with no-where to go. These dogs are never claimed and MHS sends them to the vet for an exam, shots, neuter/spay, tests and then up for adoption they go! MHS has gotten many calls on small animals that people cannot afford

Low-cost spay days a success�The Merrimack River Feline Rescue CatMobile visited MHS for five low-cost �spay/neuter days. More than 140 felines were treated! $75 included exam, �spay/neuter, microchip, flea treatment, deworming, rabies and distemper �vaccines. All cats over two pounds were eligible, including ferals in cages or �traps and pregnant spays. MHS hopes to host more low cost spay days for cats in the future at our location.

Seniors for seniors program


If you are 60 years of age or older and would like to adopt one of our mature cats/dogs that is seven years of age or older, the “Seniors for Seniors” program will waive the adoption fee. We understand that seniors are on a fixed income, so your lovable companion will be spayed/neutered and will have had all of his/her vaccinations before going home with you.  


  After you take your new best friend home—cat or dog—a volunteer from Massachusetts Humane Society will do a follow-up call to you to make sure all is well and to talk over any questions or concerns you may have. Mass Humane will offer all and any advice that you need! 


  If for any reason you become unable to take care of your cat or dog—due to long-term hospitalization or stay in a nursing facility, for example—you and your family may contact Mass Humane to make arrangements to returning the animal to us.
